“You shall be my witnesses” 
Acts 1:8 

“Witnesses.”  What an unusual expression for Jesus to 
use.  Why didn’t he say, “You shall be my 
spokesperson, “ or “You shall be my fans, “ or “My 
supporters,” or “My delegated or my salesmen?”  Why 
“witnesses?” 
Let’s see.  Jesus didn’t need a spokesperson or press 
secretary.  He spoke very well on his own.  Fans can 
often be fickle and can float from one super star to 
another depend-ing on their whims.  Supporters were 
not needed either.  He was and is sufficient in Himself 
and doesn’t care if he is popular or not.  Delegates?—
this is not an election.  He is already the King and has 
the final word. 
 
So, why the legal term, “witnesses?”   Could it be that all Jesus is asking us to do is tell what we have 
experienced?  To report with clear confidence that which we have seen, heard, touched and found 
to be true as we walk beside him and have learned His ways? 
I can hear someone saying, “Oh?  Is that all?  I have some uncertainties of my own.  It’s way beyond 
my comfort zone.  I mean, evangelizing is not my gift and I just don’t know what so say, except, to 
often, after the opportunity has passed.”  I suspect we are all there someplace, aren’t we?  Willing, 
but timid or fearful. 
Perhaps it’s because we have gotten the cart before the horse.  Look at the first sentence in verse 8 
one more time, “You will receive power after the Holy Spirit comes on you.”  There is the key.  
Empowered to witness by the Holy Spirit.  
So the question comes, “Is the reason we struggle with being witnesses for Jesus that we are trying 
to do the task in our own power rather than the power of the Holy Spirit?”  Now, here’s the thing.  
When we receive Jesus and Savior and Lord, we received the Holy Spirit.  If God’s Holy Spirit is 
abiding in use, then why do we still struggle with witnessing?  Do we not have enough of the Hold 
Sprit? 
Let’s put it this way.  Whether it is witnessing for Jesus, waking upright before the Lord, being 
faithful in Spiritual matters,  or growing in your application of God’s Word,  the questions is not. 
“How much of the Holy Spirit do you have.”  No, the questions is,  “How much of you does the Holy 
Spirit have?” 
Just as salvation comes as we surrender to God to let him do his saving work in us, so we live these 
Christian lives by letting His Spirit live out the Christ-life through us.
