                       Love your wife as your motorcycle

Ephesians 5:25-32 has a discourse on husbands and wives.  It has
admonished the husband to love his wife, “as Christ loved the church and
gave himself up for her.”  Also, the husband is to love his wife, “as he
loves himself.”  In the RRJ context let me suggest that husbands should
 love their wives as their motorcycle.

Warning--Men can easily give more attention to their toys than to their spouse.
Let’s draw some analogies from our motorcycles as they apply to loving our wives.

               A.         Spends time with it.(Get fully acquainted)
 i. Make time for your wife
 ii.  Delight in her presence—hers alone.
 iii.  Observe her and become well acquainted with her characteristics, mannerisms,

likes, dislikes, what pleases her, what ticks her off.
B. Holds it in high esteem (Pleased with his bike)

 i. Elevate your wife in the eyes of others
 ii.  Never be negative in attitude or words toward her

C. Admires it—looks at it.  (To me, my ’84 Goldwing looks just as good as the newer bikes)
 i. Compared to other women, she always looks the best. Tell her.
 ii.  Honor her virtues.  Be positive toward her in thought and actions.

D. Is always looking over it to protect (from elements, damage when parked, kept in safe
place)

 i. Where ever you are, watch over your wife.  She needs to feel safe.
 ii.  Take initiative to protect and provide

E. Maintains it (Keeps it in good working order)
 i. Never take your wife for granted.
 ii.  See that her physical, emotional, spiritual, social needs are met.
 iii.  Keep a close watch (not to the point of hovering or controlling) that your

relationship with her is on sound footing.
 iv. Be willing to forfeit self-desires for the betterment of your relationship

F. Talks about it (Is proud of his bike and upgrades)
 i. Be quick to elevate your wife in conversation
 ii. Value her. Honor her in public. Not your possession, she is you wife.

G. Respects it (Understand dangers of foolish riding and detriments of lack of care and
maintenance)

 i. Never take your wife for granted
 ii. Give deference to her in areas of her strengths.
 iii.  Do not be challenged by her insights, but include them in your thinking.
 iv. Do not dominate, but take leadership.

I am talking about husbands and wives, not motorcycles.  Think about it.

If you want to take a nice ride in Missouri just click on the state of Missouri and choose one of the
five regions. Click on any of the designed color roads for further information about the area. Plan your
whole trip from this one web site.
Roads are color coded by their primary characteristic: Scenic; Sweeping Curves; Twisties; and
Unpaved. A twisty road is defined as one which has switchbacks or is 'left, right, left, right,' etc. An
unpaved road is hard-packed gravel, but would be suitable for most road bikes.

Safety Tip of the Month: Know where you are!

When it does come time to make an emergency maneuver, you need to know what’s around you. In
fact, this is good information to have at all times. Being aware of what is in your immediate space
cushion will always help you guide your ride safely. Failure to be aware of your position in relation to
those around you can cause dire consequences when faced with the need to make a quick lane change.
Other vehicles have a nasty habit of sneaking in to places you can’t see them, like the blind spots over
your shoulders. Sometimes it’s hard to imagine a mini-van disappearing, but it can happen. Once in
that blind spot, you can find that a vehicle is easy to forget until you try to turn and find yourself mere
inches from an enormous bumper and big tires. Pay special attention to what’s in front of you,
especially oncoming traffic. It’s easy to disregard traffic traveling in the opposite direction but that is
where the greatest threat lies. Be ready for the car that turns left in front of you.

Safety tips:
• Always put your kickstand down.
• Here are some stats about motorcycle accidents:
  8% of accidents are cause by someone turning left in front of the bike.
  11% are head-on collisions
  41% are from the bike running off the road due to excessive speed
 18% are from running red lights (not necessarily the bike- could be other vehicles)
  60% of accidents are riders riding less than 1 year.
• Remember that your bike will go where your eyes are looking.
Dennis led a devotion based on Ephesians 5:25- He compared how a man values, honors and loves
his bike to how he should treat his wife: Spend time with her, hold her in high esteem, talk about her
with pride, never be negative about her, compare her to others but always find her the best, protect
her, maintain her, don’t take her for granted.

Close to Home
One bright and shinny day not long ago I wanted to go for a short ride. I
headed south on Highway 94 and just before you get to Defiance MO there
is a St Charles County park by the name of Klondike Park. If you haven’t
been there before it is well worth the trip.
According to early records, in 1898 the Tavern Rock Sand Company bought
a portion of the property and began Klondike Quarry. The silica sand mined
from this quarry was mixed with soda and limestone to create glass products.
Production reached its peak in 1945 when 233,420 tons of sand were
exported from the quarry to meet war demands. The quarry was permanently
closed in 1983. A paved road, winds through out the park and some beautiful
scenery can be viewed.
Naturally there are several places to dine, in and near Defiance.
