Attitude of Gratitude

Psalms 50 is about God confronting His people.  In Verses 1-4 describes
the awesomeness of God. Then, in the remaining verses He talks directly to
 His people—those who are faithful and those who think they are in God’s
graces but actually are not.  We will focus on the first group.
To them God, basically, says “I appreciate that you faithfully come to me with sacrifices, but I don’t
really need that. If I were hungry, I would not tell you because I own all cattle and all birds. All is
mine, anyway.”  Then God inserts one little statement that is the focus of the entire Psalm. He says,
“Bring to me thank offerings.”
What is the Father actually saying?  Could it be, “You bring to me your sacrifices, your things, your
“stuff,” but what I really want is your gratitude, What I really want is--you.”
Gratitude is an attitude of the heart. It, involves our innermost thoughts and expressions from the
depths of our souls.  It is not a mere “Thanks” expressed to God.  Gratitude toward God swells from the
realization that we have been rescued from the very pit of Hell.  It involves an awareness of the extent
to which Jesus went to pay the price for our sin.  The expression of gratitude carries us with it.  It is
part of the  “living sacrifice” mentioned in Romans 12:1.
The highest expression of our gratitude is to fully surrender our selves to God.

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Safety Tip of the Month : Wear a DOT Helmet
Research has clearly shown that serious brain injuries and death can be avoided by wearing a

good helmet. A very common motorcycle accident scenario is that a rider is thrown off of the
motorcycle, landing on, or hitting his or her head. For those wearing a good helmet, a serious head
injury can be avoided by simply wearing a helmet. You might have a severe headache if you land on
your head in a motorcycle accident, but at least you are still alive!

A helmet is certainly not an iron clad guarantee that an accident or serious injury won’t happen.
However, wearing a motorcycle helmet will certainly improve the chances of survival in a motorcycle
accident.

Low impact head injuries can also be fatal. A recent case was reported when a stationary
motorcyclist lost his balance in the driveway, his motorcycle fell over; he struck his head on the
concrete driveway, and later died of his injuries a few days later. He died because he did not have a
helmet on. The result was tragic and could have been easily averted by simply strapping on a helmet.

Make sure you wear a DOT approved helmet, not a toy novelty head cover!
