Safety Tip of the Month: Be Smooth

The sign of a really great rider is smoothness. drheoth, | am referring to is the kind which can
balance a cup of coffee on the gas tank, takemaiOride and never spill a drop. It takes plenty o
concentration, but smooth control of your ride plsnty of specific benefits.

Your fuel economy improves dramatically. You argslékely to lose traction due to an overzealou
use of the throttle.

Good control inputs are simply rolling on the tileogently as you accelerate and gently roll
off before you brake, not winding it out in first@ then chopping the throttle as you hit a corner.
The same applies to your brakes. If you instantibg big handful of brake you may get a nasty
surprise when your bike begins to travel sideways.

Smooth riding also includes matching the enginegjie the proper gear and road speed.
Having your bike in the right gear keeps the poleeraccelerating or engine braking close at hanc
while also keeping the bike running along smoothly.

You maintain your best traction when your inputs simooth, including your steering inputs.
Harsh or abrupt pressure on the handlebars can tingssuspension. Smooth, firm counter steering
keeps the bike on your desired line and creats ilitstability in the suspension.

Your tires, brakes, suspension, and bearings agtllbnger, too. Smooth riding makes for le:
wear and tear on your bike. So remember, smoah snooth does, and it is a beautiful thing to s
